

BOARD OF DIRECTORS SUPPORTED-GOALS FOR THE GVFSC FOR 2007

At the Board of Directors meeting on April 10, 2007 the goals of 2006 were reviewed and the following goals were recommended for the year of 2007.

1. Establish a public relations program that would encompass a broad campaign based on “Just the Bear Facts” that could be used for the general public, Business Park, and the School District.

2. Fundraising projects are needed to fund projects such as weed abatement as well as other projects yet to be decided upon. Projects may dictate the type of fundraising that will be needed. General fundraising should be undertaken for the general public to become aware of the GVFSC and its goals. 
3. Website, this site will be established for several reasons. One is to inform the public about the organization, list program goals, meeting dates and times, and have credit cards as well as pay pal available for contributions. The site will have links to the City of Vista Fire Department, Vista CERT, Vista Fire Protection District, and the County of San Diego Office of Disaster Preparedness.

4. Neighborhood luncheons, due to the success of this program last year awareness in fire safety has increased. Luncheons need to be encouraged for all areas of the GVFSC in order to increase fire awareness and build chapter membership.
5. Create in association with the Vista Fire Protection District identified areas where weed abatement/brush clearing grant funded projects could be done through out the GVFSC area.
6. Apply for Grants from as many sources as possible.

7. Establish an appreciation/acknowledgement program for supporting fire safety.
